Mosaics are extremely hard wearing and are suited both for indoor and outdoor use. 
The designs are bespoke, made to your individual specifications and tailored to your needs and budget.

Whether used purely as decoration i.e. Murals, walkways or as functional pieces such as shower 
enclosures, wet room linings, kitchen splash-backs, work surfaces etc, they will add a beautiful and 
unique focal point to your home or working environment.
